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Bike Directions to Tamarancho From Fairfax
1. Go West on Broadway, in front of Sunshine, for 6 blocks.
2. Left at Bike Route Sign at Azala for 1 block.

3. Right at Bike Route Sign at Scenic for .2 miles.

4. Right at Bike Route Sign at Manor for 2 blocks.

5. Left at Rockridge which becomes Iron Springs Road

6. Climb Iron Springs for 1 mile until start of trails on left.
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
